Software Upgrade:
There are two types of firmware upgrade process supported -
Upgrade via Belden Horizon
1. Navigate to Belden Horizon via "https://belden.io/" using user credentials and log in successfully.
2. Go to Gateways Tab, select OpEdge-8D device.
3. Navigate to Overview tab.
4. Observe firmware version in "Device Summary" tile.
5. Click on current firmware version to open the "Change Firmware" dialog box.
6. Choose the latest firmware version and device from dialog box and start the firmware upgrade process.
7. The installation process takes approximately 10 to 15 minutes, and after successful upgrade device reboots automatically.
8. Once device is up, verify the firmware version in the Overview tab > "Device Summary" tile.
Upgrade via Local GUI
1. Navigate to Local GUI via "https://<Gateway's IP address>:<port number>/".
2. Enter User ID and Password for login.
3. Navigate to Overview tab.
4. Observe firmware version in "Device Summary" tile.
5. To upgrade the gateway firmware on the device, perform the following steps:
i. In the Overview tab > "Device Summary" tile, click on current firmware version to open the "Change Firmware" dialog box.
ii. Drop/Choose the latest firmware version (.tar.gz file) from the "Change Firmware" dialog box and start the firmware upgrade process.
iii. The installation process takes approximately 10 to 15 minutes, and after successful upgrade device reboots automatically.
iv. Once device is up, verify the firmware version in the Overview tab > "Device Summary" tile.
Limitations:
1. In case of firmware upgrade from 1.0.0 to this or greater versions, existing containers and VMs would be lost.
Workaround: For containers, users should save and export the images to their local desktop before firmware upgrade by below steps -
Navigate to "Containers" tab under "Applications" → Click on the Ellipses(three dots) next to container → Click on Save → Enter new image name and tag → Navigate to "Images" tab → click on the ellipses(three dots) next to saved image → Click "Download" to save the image to local desktop OR Click "Push to Registry" to export the image to private repository.
2. Firmware downgrade from this version to 1.0.0 will no longer be possible.
New Features:
· N/A
Fixes & Changes:
· On rare occasions, Local UI becomes inaccessible after intermittent power failure during Factory Reset.
· MACVLAN network cannot be attached to a container if it is recreated with the same name after being deleted.
· OpEdge goes offline in Belden Horizon when connected to tunnel with no IP address.
Known Issues:
· USB Storage status remains Green and shows fixed value on overview page despite USB is not connected.
Workaround: USB as a storage media is not supported on OpEdge-8D release 01.0.03.
· DHCP server may become unresponsive temporarily when DHCP Discover packet with protocol anomaly is received.
Workaround: DHCP Server function recovers after a few minutes (depending upon DHCP lease time) once protocol anomaly is removed. For faster recovery please reboot the OpEdge-8D device.
· Device loses GUI access and configuration settings if DHCP server is enabled on the LAN which is not yet created.
Workaround: User first needs to add the LAN and hit the apply button and then add the DHCP server and apply the same.
· LAN bridge doesn't pick the lowest MAC address of a physical interface.
Workaround: None
· [bookmark: _GoBack]On rare occasions, user may see Import Configuration failure messages on Local UI however, configuration is applied and device reboots successfully.
Workaround: None
